1.0 Introduction and objectives
Japanese beetle will be managed at insert nursery’s name according to current requirements as outlined in CFIA Directive D-96-15 Phytosanitary Requirements to Prevent the Spread of Japanese Beetle, Popillia japonica in Canada and the United States found at www.inspection.gc.ca/english/plaveg/protect/dir/d-96-15e.pdf. 
According to the directive, insert nursery’s name has a regulatory Japanese beetle (JB) status within Canada and the United States as Category 3 – partially or generally infested. 

The objective of insert nursery’s name Japanese Beetle Management Program is comply with the certification requirements for the movement of field and container grown nursery stock to Category 2 destinations as described in the directive. 

2.0 Program administration

· Ensuring that all documents, sampling records and maps maintained at the nursery are current and available to CFIA inspectors and kept for 5 years.

· Informing CFIA and submitting any changes are made to the approved JB management programs or the nursery operation that affect the JB management program.
3.0 Shipping documentation
Nursery stock imported from or exported to the US or Canadian destinations will be done in accordance with the requirements as described in D-96-15, Sec 2.0.

4.0 Japanese Beetle Greenhouse/Screenhouse Program (delete section 4.0 if not applicable)
Purpose: to provide for the production of JB free, greenhouse/screenhouse grown nursery grasses and sedges, excluded from the other Japanese beetle programs, at insert your nursery name.
Criteria 

1. Map of greenhouse/screenhouse included in Appendix 3.
2. Commercially processed or prepared soil free potting substrates are used, Appendix 2.   Stock piled substrates are kept weed free, Appendix 7 Record of Compliance.
3. Propagation material is bare root prior to potting or plant material and substrates are JB free and from approved facilities.  Recorded on daily potting records. 
4. Plant material in greenhouse/screenhouse is maintained according to nursery production and pest management practices. See also Sec 9.0 Monitoring and Treatment.
5. Greenhouse/screenhouse construction specifications comply with directive, and are applied and inspected by designated nursery staff prior adult beetle flight, June 15, Appendix 7 Record of Compliance. 
6. Greenhouse/screenhouse, stock and records will be audit inspected by persons authorized by CFIA between June 15 and September 30.
7. Transport of material shall be protected from JB as outlined in Sec 8.0 Transportation of plant material. 

8. CFIA will be contacted by insert name of person if JB is detected in the greenhouse/screenhouse. 
5.0 Japanese Beetle Greenhouse Plant Program (JBGHP) (delete section 5.0 if not applicable)
Purpose: to provide for the production of JB free, greenhouse grown nursery stock excluding grasses and sedges at insert your nursery name.
Criteria 

· Map of greenhouse Appendix 4.
· Commercially processed or prepared soil free potting substrates are used, Appendix 2.   Stock piled substrates are kept weed free, Appendix 7 Record of Compliance.

· Only plant material allowed in the greenhouse is bare root prior to potting, or plant material and substrates are JB free, or from other certified JB facilities. Recorded on daily potting records.
· Plant material in greenhouse is maintained and monitored according to nursery production and pest management practices see also Sec 9.0 Monitoring and Treatment.
· A vegetation free border (chose either (a) or (b) depending on greenhouse construction)  (a) 3m (10 ft) wide, or  (b) 1m wide, if greenhouse has screened sidewall vents or no side wall vents, shall be maintained around the greenhouse. The vegetation free border is monitored once between May 15-June 15; once between June 15 – September 30; and once between September 30 – October 15. (Note:  this timing is a suggestion, CFIA will want to see that the nursery maintains this regularly, not the day before the CFIA inspection; these dates can be adjusted to suit nursery’s schedule) Appendix 7 Record of Compliance. 

· Greenhouse, stock and records will be audit inspected by persons authorized by CFIA between June 15 and September 30. 

· CFIA will be contacted by insert name of person if JB is detected in the greenhouse.
· Transport of material shall be protected from JB as outlined in Sec 8.0 Transportation of plant material. 
6.0 Japanese Beetle Nursery Management Plan (delete section 6.0 if not applicable)
Purpose: To provide for the production of Japanese beetle free nursery stocks grown at insert your nursery name. This program applies to all field grown nursery stock except for grasses and sedges. 

Criteria 

1. Map of certified field(s), Appendix 5. (Note: not all fields need to be certified.  It can be just those fields that will be sold and shipped as in #3, page 1) 
2. Bare root nursery stock is exempt from this program as described in D-96-15, Sec 1.5.

3. Vegetation free critical zone is established and maintained throughout the year within plant rows to a width of at least 30 cm wider on all sides than the largest anticipated soil root ball to be taken at harvest.  The critical zone free of vegetation is monitored once from May 15-June 15; once between June 15 – September 30; and once from September 30 – October 15. (Note:  this timing is a suggestion, CFIA will want to see that the nursery maintains this regularly, not the day before the CFIA inspection; these dates can be adjusted to suit nursery’s schedule) Appendix 7 Record of Compliance. 
4. Plant material in certified fields is maintained and monitored for JB according to nursery production and pest management practices see also Sec 9.0 Monitoring and Treatment.
5. Stock and documents audit inspected during the JB flight period, June 15-Sept 30, for compliance by persons authorized by CFIA.

6. Complete and document soil sampling survey for larvae between September and May under the supervision of persons authorized by the CFIA as outlined in D-96-15, Appendix 9.
7. Transport of material shall be protected from JB as outlined in Sec 8.0 Transportation of plant material. 
7.0 Japanese Beetle Containerized Nursery Stock Program (delete section 7.0 if not applicable)
Purpose:  To provide for the production of Japanese beetle free containerized nursery stock at insert your nursery name. This program applies to all container grown nursery stock except for grasses and sedges. 

Criteria 

1. Map of certified container yard(s), Appendix 6 (Note: not all container yards need to be certified.  It can be only those sections that will be sold) 
2. Commercially processed or prepared soil free potting substrates are used, Appendix 2.   Stock piled substrates are kept weed free, Appendix 7 Record of Compliance.

3. All plants are potted bare root, or from approved facilities and substrates are JB free. Recorded on daily potting records.
4. A 3.0 m (10 ft) vegetation free border measured from the edge of the perimeter pots at their widest in-season spacing is maintained. The vegetation free border is monitored once from May 15-June 15; once between June 15 – September 30; and once from September 30 – October 15. (Note:  this timing is a suggestion; CFIA will want to see that the nursery maintains this regularly, not the day before the CFIA inspection) Appendix 7 Record of Compliance.
5. Plant material is maintained according to nursery production and pest management practices see also Sec 9.0 Monitoring and Treatment.
6. Containers are kept weed free throughout the growing season according to the nursery’s production practices, Appendix 7 Record of Compliance.

7. Certified lots are identified and segregated from non-certified lots. (Note:  how certified plants are identified and kept separate from non-certified will vary between operations, but you must document or explain how this will be done here. CFIA wants to know how you will guarantee that non-certified stock won’t get shipped in place of certified.  For example – all certified stock will be located in Polyhouses 25-50) 
8. Facility, stock and documents audit inspected during the JB flight period, June 15-Sept 30, for compliance by persons authorized by CFIA.

9. Transport of material shall be protected from JB as outlined in Sec 8.0 Transportation of plant material. 
8.0 Transportation of plant material 
When transporting nursery stock during the adult beetle flight (June 15-Sept 30), from certified fields or container yards through uncertified areas, the product is protected with a tarp if the nursery stock is remains stationary in the uncertified area for a period longer than usual traffic requirements. 
9.0 Monitoring and treatment 
1. Adult Japanese beetle activity is monitored June 15-Sept 30 by insert names/titles of pest control staff according nursery pest management practices and OMAFRA Nursery-Landscape Agriphone. Observations are recorded in pest log.  
2. Corrective actions and integrated pest management practices based on currently registered pesticides and current edition of OMAFRA Pub 383 Nursery and Landscape Plant Production and IPM, and are decided by insert names/titles of pest control staff and recorded in pesticide log by insert names/titles of pest control staff.
